Lottery; House Bill 6641, An Act Requiring Proof of Age for Purchase of Lottery Tickets; and 
House Bill 5232, An Act Prohibiting Public Institutions of Higher Education From Receiving 
Money for Introducing Students to Online Gambling. CLC is monitoring these bills as well as other 
concepts raised with potential to affect the Lottery.
